One good way to do this
is to include a “roadmap sentence” at the end of the first paragraph, giving an indication
to the reader what the overall progression of ideas will be. Be sure to include several
examples from the reading to use in your arguments.

You will be given feedback on your first draft, with an opportunity to rewrite it in final
form. You may want to visit the writing lab on campus. Many people find it to be very
beneficial.
